Diapers and formula purchased from a retail
store can cost more than $71 per week?
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A single mother with 1 child, earning $24,500

per year, is not eligible to receive government
assistance?



Many families

fall between the cracks with
iIncomes too high to be eligible for
assistance programs....

....but yet too low to afford
their monthly bills.
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In 1994 a group of volunteers
at West Side Presbyterian Church
In Ridgewood, NJ started the
Baby Basics program to help
working families with young
children.

In response to the growing number of families
that are facing terrible economic deprivation,
Baby Basics is now adding to its traditional client
base support for those facing the most severe
financial hardship.

» Referred by food pantries, especially by the Center for
Food Action, our Englewood distribution center.

 Those applying that have the lowest household incomes.

As well as supplies,
we make available
counseling, parenting
classes, and other
support services.
